November 10, 2004

Call to Order: Barbara
Isner called the meeting to
order at 7:10 p.m.

President’s Report: Bar-
bara Isner: No report.

Treasurer’s Report:
Branch totals $53,104.79
Overall total $123,767.87.

Membership Report:
Renewal letters have gone
out, and people are
responding.

Newsletter: Don Norton
reports that all is running
smoothly.

Book Cellar: Aaron Kon-
stam reported that the Book
Cellar Committee will meet
on Nov. 19 to do some deci-
sion making.

Arts & Letters Report: The
ceremony on Oct. 31 was
well organized and success-
ful with around 65 people in
attendance.

Library Administration:
Beth Graham submitted a

suggested budget request in
the amount of $36,000 for
2005. It was moved and sec-
onded that we give the
Library a check for $30,000
right away. The motion
passed. The budget commit-
tee will address the addi-
tional $6,000 in their
upcoming meeting. Nov. 20
is the Tamalada. It is likely
that the Book Cellar will
open at 9:30 that day to take
advantage of the numerous
people who will be at the
library that morning.

Library Foundation: Lucy
Gale announced a celebra-
tion of 15 years from the fall
of the Berlin wall. There is a
Gallery Exhibition of East
and West German artists in
the Central Library. The
window in front of the foun-
tain has another display. An
orchestra from Berlin will be
performing at the Empire
Theater Nov. 19. On Dec. 2,
there will be a Downtown
Holiday and Luxury Apart-

ment Tour at a cost of $50
per person that will include
food, gift-making demon-
strations, and wine tasting.

Library Board: Cathy
Dean reported that the direc-
tor search is drawing to a
close, and there may be
finalists by the end of the
year. The Friends may
choose a liaison as a repre-
sentative on the Planning
Board. It has been necessary
to raise some fees. On Mon-
day, Dec. 20, there will be
"limited" automation avail-
able at "all" library facilities.

Bettie Ward reported that
the committee nominated
Linda Nairn for President,
Robert LaCaff for Vice
President, Lucy Gale for
Secretary, and Nancy Gan-
dara for Treasurer.

On December 7, Ambas-
sador Martha Lara, Consul-
General of Mexico in San
Antonio, donated more than
100 volumes to the San
Antonio Public Library.
The collection includes
classics of world literature
such as works by Tolstoy,
Melville, Dostoyevski, and
Cervantes, and works of
nonfiction encompassing
diplomatic history and
commentaries on treaties,
all in Spanish. The cere-
mony took place on the
second floor of the Central
Library.

The donation is part of
an ongoing program of sup-
port of the San Antonio
Public Library by the office
of the Consul-General.

In 2004, It’s a

New Millennium at the Library

n December 21, the
O San Antonio Public
Library opened a new

Millennium in computer ser-
vice for both library users
and library staff. Millennium
is a state-of-the-art product
from library software
designer and manufacturer
Innovative Interfaces, Inc.
(IIT). The new software roll-
out is the first since the San
Antonio Public Library was
completely automated in
1995 with the opening of the
Central Library. The system
cost $458,150 and was
acquired under a lease-pur-
chase plan.

Acting Library Director
Aubrey W. George noted
that advanced service fea-
tures for library customers
especially appealed to the
Library staff and Board. The
new Millennium OPAC
(Online Public Access Cata-
log) will allow users to
search the library catalog,
databases, and Internet from
the same window. The
enhanced catalog allows cus-
tomers to see book covers,
summaries, tables of con-
tents, and reviews online
prior to checking out the
item. Catalog information
will include not only the
branch where an item may be
found, but also in what sec-
tion of the branch (for exam-
ple, “adult fiction” or
“children’s books.”) Users
will even be able to limit
searches to only items avail-
able at their own branches, or
only items that may be
checked out. As additional
features are added, in the
future the catalog will also
reference all the periodicals
in the library’s collection.

Other advantages provided
by the new system include
email notification when
reserved items can be picked
up, and when checked-out
materials are overdue. Addi-
tionally, ease of collecting
and reporting customer usage
patterns will allow the library
to better customize services
and materials for the commu-
nities served by the various
library branches.

“We looked at a number
of systems, and Millennium
gave us both the features we
need now and the flexibility
to expand as our library
grows and we need to offer
more services to more users,”
said Mr. George.

Mr. George stated that
Library staff are learning how
to use the elements of the
new system and assist cus-
tomers through the change-
over. “From December 13
through December 21, while
information is being trans-

ferred from our old system to
Millennium, we will not be
able to place any items on
hold, although items cur-
rently on hold will transfer to
the new system. After the
transition period, we will be
able to offer our current ser-
vices and more to Library
customers.”
